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SUMMER WATER RATES IN PLACE

Coupeville, like other utility systems in the State, is required to encourage conservation of water use. To accomplish this, the water rates
are increased in the summer, to discourage too much of an increase in water use for landscaping purposes. (Water rates are calculated
to generate sufficient revenue to operate the system. If rates were at the same level all year, the winter rate would have to be increased
to ensure the same amount of revenue is generated in a year.)

Our highest demand for water use is on hot summer days. We are required to build and maintain a system as if the peak day of water
use happened 365 days a year. So, when you conserve water, you also help to keep rates down.
